Mayor Argyle opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00 pm.
Resolution #110 was made by Trustee Bevens to approve the minutes of April 9, 2019. Trustee Eleby seconded, all in favor, carried.
Resolution #111 was made by Trustee Nero to pay claims #2018-12, #495-549 for a total of $74,204.35 and $27,396.54 for the off abstract bills. Total of all bills is $101,600.89. Trustee Williams seconded, all in favor, carried.
Public Comments-none 
V.E.R.A.- A marketing committee has been formed to bring new ideas to Valatie. They are researching grants to revitalize Main Street with the help from Patrick Rogers who is working on the Waterfront Committee. Jessie Greenwald, who writes a blog and has a website This is Americatoo.com, is coming to Valatie to meet with Dominic Lizzi. He is writing a book with a chapter devoted to each state and he chose to meet in Valatie for New York State. 
Randall stated that the businesses on Main Street do not feel that the new trail system coming in will benefit the businesses. They are upset that the Trails Committee has not reached out to them.
New Business- Keith Devine from the Valatie Bar & Grill came before the Board to ask for permission to place 2 benches and some potted plants in front of his business. The Board was in agreement as long as the benches were bolted to the ground or building if possible to prevent them being taken, The Board also reminded Mr. Devine that there is to be no alcohol outside the building.
Michael Rivenburgh is in the process of purchasing the former Pilates building on Main Street to put in a Brewery and is asking for permission to do so before he pursues the purchase. He gave a presentation of his ideas for the business and stated that he would need to put in a side door for deliveries and equipment. There would be no curb cuts and this loading/unloading entrance would be on the Church Street side. Mayor Argyle stated that she spoke to our Water/Wastewater Superintendent and he does not foresee any issues at the sewer plant with putting in the Brewery. Mr. Rivenburgh is only proposing putting in 50 seats and will not be putting in a kitchen. Patrons would be able to purchase food from other eateries on Main Street and come in to his establishment and enjoy their food in his tasting room. Chief Dolan did not see a problem either with this business. 
Mayor Argyle commented that the idea would need to go before the Planning Board for a site plan review and Mr. Rivenburgh was instructed to see the Building Inspector to get the process moving. All Board members were ok with this idea and wished him well.
Fire Department- (Report on file in the Clerk’s Office)-Chief Rustin Dolan reported there were 5 calls since the last meeting. There is a sheet for service/repair of hydrants throughout the Village. The department will be attending Community Day on May 18, 2019 from 10 a.m.-2 p.m. at the Ichabod Crane School. He reminded everyone about the Memorial Day parade on Monday at 10:00 am with the neighboring fire departments. They are now going to use “I Am Responding” which will alert them to fire calls so they can report in that they are available and will be responding to a call. This site also provides other information.
He is still waiting to hear from the Knox Box Company.
Theater- Craig Hancock reported that the season is up and running with Rory Block coming soon and Almost Unplugged coming this weekend. Sam Austin got the key to the theater to look at the heating system. People have noticed the banner out form of the building which seems to be drawing attention to the Theater. The sheet rock is done as well as the electric.
Parks- Nathan looked into getting pea stone for the playground instead of the mulch. This would cost around $2,000 with fabric and labor. Attorney Fitzsimmons suggested we look into insurance with the pea stone. We will get another trucking quote from Miner’s and Colarusso’s. Nathan would only charge $150 to do the work by himself. Trustee Bevens commented that we could possibly get the inmates form the jail to help with the work program through the Columbia County Sheriff’s office.
The boy scouts will be doing an Eagle Scout project at Pachaquack Park of painting the Gazebo and putting plants around.
ZBA/Planning Bds.- Mayor Argyle stated that Lee Linderman would like to move from the ZBA to the Planning Board. Resident Ann Schaefer has asked to join the Zoning Board of Appeals. All Board members were ok with these appointments.
Water/Sewer- Smoke testing was done through parts of the Village with the rest of the Village getting done in July. Rural Water asked if the Village would sign and send letters to Representatives
Resolution # 112 was made by Trustee Bevens to support Rural Water by signing and sending letters of support for funding programs for maintenance of sewer plants to representatives of New York State. Trustee Eleby seconded, all in favor, carried.
Mayor Argyle informed the Board that the Village needs to borrow at least $200,000 to update pumps, the electric and replace water mains on Lake and High Streets. She is asking for a $200,000 loan for 10 years.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Resolution # 113 was made by Trustee Bevens to borrow $200, 000 to update the pumps and replace the water mains on High, Lake and Luther Streets and whatever else needs to be done through the Water Department and to get the paperwork done (list in clerk’s office) through BOND Counsel. Trustee Eleby seconded, all in favor, carried.
Clerk’s Office- The clerk reminded the Board of the end of year meeting on May 29, 2019 at 6:00 pm. Shutoff letters will be going out at the end of May or beginning of June. She is also getting a quote from BAS to finish setting up the “new” water program because she does not have the time/ knowledge to do the last detail setup since the programmer she was working with has left the company. She will also be doing a webinar with the State Comptroller’s office regarding Audits.
Senior Center – The Kinderhook Garden Club would like to use the Senior Center and a resident would also like to use it to hold a baptism party. The applicants will be asked to look into getting a rider on their insurance to cover and liability.
Highway-Resident Joe Laviano sent a letter asking the Board to look further into getting a counter for the amount of cars that use Spring Street. The Board discussed his request and commented that this issue has been looked into already with no findings. The Board declined the request to do any more action.
Marilyn Huffman sent a letter to the Board requesting a crosswalk to be put in at the beginning of Holly Hills by State DOT. Mayor Argyle stated she would write this letter.
Resolution # 114 was made by Trustee Bevens to allow the Mayor to write a letter to State DOT asking if they would consider putting in a crosswalk from Holly Hills across Mechanic Street/ State Route 203 to the sidewalk on the other side. Trustee Eleby seconded, all in favor, carried.
Other business- An email was received form a resident who lives near the Pachaquack Park inquiring about getting a stop sign put up at the exit of the park. Cars have just been driving out and not stopping. Trustee Bevens will check to see if a sign is there and if not will see that a sign is put in.
The Board received a “Thank you” letter from Greg Seamon who conducts the AARP tax program.
The Hudson River Greenway project is looking to buy and tear down the Dedrick property at the intersection of Main Street and Route 9 to make a park. It had been deemed an historic building many years ago as an office for the Old Mill, so there is some question as to whether it can be torn down now. The Board all agreed to let the Greenway group take the lead on what to do with this.
Building Department- none

Resolution #115 was made by Trustee Nero to approve the application. Trustee Bevens seconded, all in favor, carried.
The mayor showed a picture of the new sign for the Senior Center to put on the front of the building. The Board was ok with the sign. The cost of painting the awning will also need to be looked into.
Resolution #116 was made by Trustee Bevens to enter in to executive session to discuss matters before the Board at 8:25 pm. Trustee Williams seconded, all in favor, carried.
Resolution #117 was made by Trustee Nero to exit executive session at 8:45 pm. Trustee Bevens seconded, all in favor, carried.
Resolution # 118 was made by Trustee Bevens to move the Village Bank accounts to the Bank of Greene County by August or when the new bank will be located in the Job Lots plaza. Trustee Eleby seconded, all in favor, carried.

Resolution #119 was made by Trustee Bevens to adjourn the meeting at 8:47 pm. Trustee Eleby seconded, all in favor, carried.
